	Example 25-minute self-quizzing homework session
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	Your teacher will direct you to select the relevant parts of the knowledge organiser to quiz from – this could be key terms from history, or key formulae from science. It should only be small chunks of information. Spend 4 minutes reading and re-reading the section of the knowledge organiser.
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	Put away your knowledge organiser or cover it up. Spend 2 minutes trying to recall the information in your head or say it out loud. You could ask yourself ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions. This is called ‘Elaboration’.
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	Write the date and the subject in your self-quizzing book. Write out the topic and answers relevant to the information you have just self-quizzed. You should spend about 4 minutes doing this.
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	In your self-quizzing book, spend the last 2.5 minutes checking your answers by looking again at the knowledge organiser and writing any corrections in a green pen. Remember to correct any spelling errors by writing them out again.
