Negatives

In French, the negative goes around
the verb.

For example :

Je ne mangerai pas de hamburgers
| won’t eat hamburgers

Je ne mangerai jamais de chips

| will never eat crisps

Je ne boirai plus de boissons
gazeuses

| will no longer drink fizzy drinks

Je ne mangerairien

| won’t eat anything

Je ne mangerai ni sucreries ni frites
| will eat neither sweet things nor
chips

Je n"achéterai pas de fruits non plus
| won’t buy fruit either

Note: after a negative, we don’t use
an article (un/ une/ des) but instead
we use ‘de’

The near future tense ... | am going to
aller + infinitive

Je vais aller
I am going to go
Tu vas manger
You(s) are going to eat
Il / Elle/ On va jouer
He/ she /we are going to play
Nous allons
We are going faire
Vous allez to do/make
You (pl) are going boire
lIs vont / Elles vont to drink
They are going

Je vais manger plus équilibré.
I am going to eat a more balanced diet.
Je vais faire plus de sport.
I am going to play more sports.

Note: When using the negative ‘ne ... pas’ it must go around the aller verb.
Eg. Je ne vais pas manger plus de fruits

Je ne vais pas faire du sport

I am not going to play sports
